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Dumped Dogs Demand Aggressive Action

Animal Welfare League Offers $500 Reward and Support  

 

               

Frederick, MD (February 9, 2009) - Mary Hiatt, President of The Animal Welfare League of Frederick County (www.awlfc.org), today issued the following statement regarding the February 6 abandonment of 28 small dogs in Frederick County.

“The dumping of 28 dogs in Frederick County is a tragedy of multiple dimensions.  It is tragic for the innocent animals that were likely part of a breeder or puppy mill operation that may have fallen victim to economic hard times; it was tragic that the person or persons chose not to surrender them to a shelter but instead dumped them along the road on one of the coldest days this winter; and, it is tragic that those responsible have not been identified and brought to justice.

While attention turns now to caring for and finding good homes for these dogs, the Animal Welfare League strongly encourages the aggressive investigation, apprehension, and prosecution of the person or persons responsible for this act.  To this end, the Animal Welfare League is offering a $500 reward for information leading to the arrest and conviction of those responsible parties.  We have also offered our support to the staff at Frederick County Animal Control to help bathe and groom the dogs, walk them, and clean cages, as well as offering to foster dogs until permanent homes can be found.”
